Dear church family, as 
2014 slips from our memo-
ries it would be good to 
remember how many 
changes to our world have 
occurred that bring us clos-
er to the end.  Socially, 
economically, and techni-
cally, the world is preparing 
for the final events of Bible 
prophecy to play out. 
 
 In keeping with this reality, 
I saw that our devotional 
book for 2015 is Marana-
tha.  This is a great devo-
tional written by E. G. 
White that focuses on the 
second coming of Christ. 
She writes that "the doc-
trine of the second advent 
is the very keynote of the 
sacred Scriptures. About 
His coming cluster the glo-
ries of that restitution of all 
things, which God hath 
spoken by the mouth of all 
His holy prophets since the 
world began."  I think that 
the hearts of all God's peo-
ple throb with longing for 
that day of deliverance, 
and as a result, labor for it.  
In 2015 it is my hope and 
dream that our church will 
strive with this knowledge 
to become evangelistic in 
everything that we do. 
 
Evangelism is more than 
simply public meetings, like 
the one we will host in Feb-
ruary with Lyle Albrecht.  
While these are important 
methods to share Bible 
truth with our community 
and friends, public meet-
ings are really only one leg 

in the stool we call evange-
lism.  Another leg that is 
just as important is prepar-
ing our church services 
and functions to be evan-
gelistic.  If you are sharing 
in a ministry here you 
might ask yourself if part of 
it is geared towards being 
on the lookout for the peo-
ple the Holy Spirit has led 
to our doors.  Making them 
feel welcome and including 
them plays a big part in 
evangelism.  One course at 
the Andrews University 
Theological Seminary 
taught me that people 
these days prefer to belong 
before they believe.  What 
this means is that people 
today want to see how you 
behave before they are 
willing to take what you 
have to say seriously.  
They want to know that it is 
real, they want to experi-
ence it, and that leads to 
the third leg of evangelism, 
a converted heart.  Some 
call it Evangeliving. What it 
means is to live every day 
for Jesus, to love Him su-
premely, and to share Him 
daily.  There is nothing 
more contagious than a 
Christian who loves and 
shares Jesus with others. 
 
I have a dream for our 
church.  I call it my 2020 
Vision.  It is my hope that 
by the year 2020, our 
church would transform 
itself into an evangelistic 
powerhouse for Jesus. 
That we would put aside

Recipe - Eggplant Burger... 
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Who doesn't like a burger? Better yet, who doesn't like a 
healthy and extraordinary burger?  This is eggplant's best 
kept secret. 
 Ingredients 
•  2 tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil 
•  1 tablespoon garlic, minced 
•  2 cups (about ½ pound) eggplant, peeled and cubed 
•  ½ teaspoon salt 
•  ⅓ cup bread crumbs, plain 
•  2 green onions, chopped 
•  ¼ cup vegan cheese, shredded (optional) 
•  4 burger buns 
•  Toppings of choice 
Instructions 
1.  In a large, non-stick frying pan, combine olive oil, garlic, 
eggplant and salt. Sauté until soft, about 10 minutes. Allow 
to cool to the touch. 
2.  In a medium sized bowl, add bread crumbs, green on-
ions, and cheese (optional). Add cooled eggplant dish and 
mix together. 
3.  Form eggplant mixture into four patties. Fry over medi-
um heat until browned on each side. 
4.  Serve with toppings of your choice. Traditional burger 
style or a personal favorite: roasted red bell pepper, cara-
melized onions and your choice of greens.
