Then word came to the church that the people on Pitcairn Island were 
keeping the Sabbath and wanted to be baptized, but the church could not find a ship 
passing that way. The Pitcairn Ship became the first Sabbath School project with 
it sailing from  San Francisco on October 28, 1890.
